The focus of the CoELs is on how children learn rather than what they learn i.e. process over outcome. Underpinning the CoELs is the understanding that during their earliest years, children form attitudes about learning that will last a lifetime.  We work hard to provide rich and stimulated activities based on the interests of the children and what we observe when they are playing. We strive for our children to develop a love of learning, to be inspired through experiences in school and to develop confidence in their own abilities. Through activities, children investigate and experience things, they have a go and they keep on trying. Children begin to develop their own ideas, make links, take risks and learn through trial and error.

At St. Mary’s CE. Primary, we continually observe and assess the children displaying these characteristics. This enables our staff to build a holistic picture of the children and ensures we can plan for their next steps. It also allows our practitioners to adapt and develop the environment in which the children learn and plan of future teaching and learning opportunities, to ensure every child can continue to learn and develop these characteristics for life-long learning.
The topics outlined in this long-term plan are covered in a variety of different ways. This includes: Areas of continued and enhanced provision, Child-led play, Adult-led activities Indoor and Outdoor learning opportunities.

	Communication and Language is developed throughout the year through high quality speaking and listening interactions using the ShREC approach, daily group discussions, Jigsaw/PSHE sessions, daily story sessions, singing, show and tell sessions, speech and language interventions, assemblies and weekly interventions.

	Gross Motor Skills

· Move confidently, fluently and in control and refine fundamental movement skills, rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, running, hopping, skipping, climbing.
· To explore movement using a prop with control and co-ordination, expressing ideas through movement.

· To remember and repeat actions moving in time with the music considering level, shape and direction.

· To explore actions in response to a theme and begin to use counts.

· To roll a ball to a target, stop a rolling ball, bounce and catch a ball, dribble a ball with their feet and throw and kick a ball accurately at a target.

· Begin to sequence 2-3 sentences within purposeful fiction/ non-fiction writing.

· Continue to develop phase 1 phonological awareness
· Recognise rhymes and identify words that rhyme.

· Be able to clap syllables in words.

· Begin to read the taught ‘harder to read and spell words ‘matched to the Autumn ELS phonics programme
