MFL Curriculum Overview




Our Approach

We use the Kapow French Scheme as the base for our MFL curriculum. Our cyclical curriculum focuses on the development of our pupils
language learning skills, which we call language detective skills. These techniques underpin our 5 core curriculum strands below and our pupils
revisit these throughout KS2. Each time they revisit an aspect of key vocabulary and grammar, it is with increasing complexity to build on their
prior knowledge and develop fluency. Each taught unit each half term has a different vocabulary focus, which is highlighted in our curriculum

overview.
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Vocabulary

Unlike other curriculum subjects, the word ‘vocabulary’ in language learning refers to the building blocks of the subject itself rather than a simple
list of relevant vocabulary. In other words, whereas vocabulary in other subjects helps develop a framework glossary of understanding, in French
the vocabulary grows into more of a dictionary of knowledge chunks.

However, language learning does not necessarily progress simply because our vocabulary widens. In our lessons, vocabulary is taught discretely,
but always with the aim of moving from simple recall of a word to a deeper understanding of how it is used in the context of sentence structure
and grammar. Individual items of vocabulary need to be understood, learned, recalled, re-encountered and recycled in different topics and in
different sentence forms as our learners’ progress in their understanding of language and grammar.

Below are our topics we teach in French, which are each hyperlinked to our knowledge organisers, which show the specific vocabulary taught
and learnt within and across each topic.
