· Write first name and surname using correct letter formation.
· Know and apply up to Phase 4 and the beginning of phase 5 Phonics in their independent writing, recognising single sounds, digraphs and trigraphs.
· Spell the taught ‘harder to read and spell words’ words from ELS phonics scheme
· Write simple, short sentences independently by saying the sentence aloud then writing the sounds they can hear in the words and use finger spaces.
· Reread their sentence back to an adult.
· Begin to use a capital letter at the beginning of a sentence and a full stop at the end.
· Begin to sequence 2-3 sentences within purposeful fiction/ non-fiction writing.
· Create a variety of texts to communicate meaning eg. invites, lists, cards, tickets.

	Reading: Comprehension / Word Reading
· Continue to develop phase 1 phonological awareness

· Read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonics knowledge, including ‘harder to read and spell words’ following the Summer ELS scheme
· Read phonetically decodable books matched to sounds taught through ELS scheme.
· Read two class picture books to fluency, being able to retell the story with smoothness and intonation.
